Albioma once again awarded a solar 

tender in Réunion Island for non-

interconnected zones 
 

Following the announcement by the French Ministry for the Economy, Finance and 

Industrial, Energy and Digital Sovereignty of the results of the fourth round of the “2023 
PV ZNI” tender, dedicated to the development and operation of solar installations in non-
interconnected zones (ZNI), Albioma announces that it has been awarded a capacity of 1.8 
MWp.  
 
In Réunion Island, Albioma is the sole successful bidder, thereby confirming its position as 
a key player in the solar sector in France’s overseas territories. It also remains the only 

company to have been selected in every tender round since 2019.  

 
This new photovoltaic project, which will be installed on the roof of an industrial building 
in Saint-Pierre, is scheduled to be constructed in 2027.  
 
However, Albioma wishes to highlight the low subscription level observed during this tender 
round, reflecting the ongoing difficulties in developing canopy-mounted or ground-

mounted projects. These challenges are holding back the growth of the photovoltaic sector 
in non-interconnected zones.
